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SECTION 10 21 23 –Cubicle Curtains and Track

 
***** This section can be used for specifying cubicle curtains, track and installation.  

There are many fabrics,  several curtain styles, and  accepted fabrication methods available.  The intent of this document is to provide a basic CSI-3 part specification that can serve as a building block for the overall project requirements.  Various selections and options are listed in this specification section and the specifier will need to select the appropriate options, verify their availability, and delete non-applicable ones.  


PART 1--GENERAL 
A. DESCRIPTION 
1. General: Provide cubicle curtains and track in accordance with this document and plans. 

2. Related work specified elsewhere. 

1. Division 6 Section “Rough Carpentry” for mounting items requiring anchorage. 

2. Division 9 Section “Gypsum Board Assemblies” and “Acoustical Panel Ceilings” for metal framing and furring for mounting items requiring anchorage.  

3. Architectural drawings and schedules.

B. QUALITY ASSURANCE 

1. Provide cubicle curtains, track and hardware from a firm that has specialized in the fabrication and installation of such work for at least five (5) years in projects of similar size and scope. 

2. Provide cubicle curtains, track and hardware as complete units produced by a single manufacturer, including the necessary mounting brackets, hardware, fittings, fastenings, and installation. 

3. Installation shall be performed by an authorized manufacturer's representative experienced in the installation and maintenance of such assemblies. 

C. STANDARDS 

1. Except as modified by governing codes and contract documents, comply with applicable provisions and recommendations of the following:

1. Fabrics are launderable to a temperature of not more than 160 deg F. 

2. Fabrics are flame resistant and are identical to those that have passed NFPA 701 when tested by a testing and inspecting agency acceptable to authorities having jurisdiction.

a. Identify fabrics with appropriate markings of applicable testing and inspecting agency.

D. SUBMITTALS 

1. Manufacturer's Data: Include durability, fade resistance, and fire-test response characteristics for each type of curtain fabric indicated. 

2. Shop Drawings: Submit drawings showing lay-out and type of cubicles, sizes of curtains, number of carriers, anchorage details and conditions requiring accessories. Indicate dimensions taken from field measurements. 



1. Include details on blocking above ceiling and in walls

3. Samples: Submit 24 x 24-in. samples of fabrics(s) as specified and operable hardware with cut sheets. 

4. Maintenance Instructions: Submit manufacturer's printed instructions for cleaning and maintenance of the products. 

E. PRODUCT DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING 

1. Subcontractor shall not install cubicles until spaces are enclosed and weatherproof, wet work in spaces is complete and dry, work above ceilings is complete and ambient temperature and humidity conditions are maintained at the levels indicated for Project when occupied for its intended use. 

2. Field Measurements: Where cubicles are indicated to fit to other construction, verify dimensions of other construction by field measurements before  fabrication schedule with construction progress to avoid delaying the Work.

F. WARRANTY 

1. A written warranty agreeing to repair or replace fabric curtains, hardware or materials due to faulty workmanship or installation for a period of one (1) year. 

PART 2--Products: 
A. MANUFACTURER 
1. General: Provided cubicle curtain system as produced by one manufacturer. Products specified herein by proprietary designation are as manufactured by Drapery Industries Inc., telephone (585) 232-2080, and establish the quality standards required. Equivalent products of other manufacturers will be considered provided they meet those established standards and comply with the contract documents. 

B. FABRIC
(Include name of fabric, manufacturer, fabric width and repeat. Also include whether the fabric should be railroaded.)

C. Fabrication

There are three styles of fabrication for cubicle curtains. The most common  includes a standard white mesh heading. Another option is to “frame” the mesh with the curtain fabric. This is a more decorative finish and often includes a colored mesh to compliment the fabric color. The third style of fabrication is without mesh of any kind (a solid curtain).  

Curtains with White Mesh

1. Fabric to be tabled for squareness.

2. All joining seams will be achieved with a ½” gauge double needle lock stitch.  All seams to be flat with no puckering.  Any pattern to be properly matched before serging.

3. Side and bottom hems shall be completely double turned and double stitched, sides ¾” – 1” and bottom 2”.

4. Top 18-20” of curtain shall be ½” aperature 100% nylon mesh, with top edge to include crinoline for support. (Mesh is required by fire code where ever a sprinklered system is in place. In addition, a mesh heading allows for more air circulation and better lighting through-out the room. The industry standard color is white. Other colors are available but we recommend that colored mesh only be used if the mesh is being “framed” .)

5. Curtains to be fabricated to width of track plus a minimum of 15% additional fullness.

6. Curtain heading to have #1 rust proof grommets 6” OC.

7. All hems and seams to be sewn with 100% mercerized cotton thread.  Nylon thread is not acceptable.

8. All fabrics to be inherently flame retardant and washable.

9. Curtain length to be approx. 12” off floor.


Curtains with “Framed” Mesh

1. Fabric to be tabled for squareness.

2.
All joining seams will be achieved with a ½” gauge double needle lock stitch.  All seams to be flat with no puckering.  Any pattern to be properly matched before serging.

3.
Side and bottom hems shall be completely double turned and double stitched, sides ¾” – 1” and bottom 2”.

4.
Top 18-20” of curtain shall be ½” aperature 100% nylon mesh, with top edge to include crinoline for support. Top and sides of mesh to be framed with curtain fabric. (Mesh is required by fire code where ever a sprinklered system is in place. In addition, a mesh heading allows for more air circulation and better lighting through-out the room. The industry standard color is white. Other colors are available and can be used to compliment the color of the curtain fabric .)

5.
Curtains to be fabricated to width of track plus a minimum of 15% additional fullness.

6.
Curtain heading to have #1 rust proof grommets 6” OC.

7.
All hems and seams to be sewn with 100% mercerized cotton thread.  Nylon thread is not acceptable.

8.
All fabrics to be inherently flame retardant and washable.

9.
Curtain length to be approx. 12” off floor.

Curtains without mesh

1.
Fabric to be tabled for squareness.

2. 
All joining seams will be achieved with a ½” gauge double needle lock stitch.  All seams to be flat with no puckering.  Any pattern to be properly matched before serging.

3.
Side and bottom hems shall be completely double turned and double stitched, sides ¾” , top 1 ½”  and bottom 2”.

4. Curtain heading to have #1 rust proof grommets 6” OC.

5.
Curtains to be fabricated to width of track plus a minimum of 15% additional fullness.

6.
All hems and seams to be sewn with 100% mercerized cotton thread.  Nylon thread is not acceptable.

7.
All fabrics to be inherently flame retardant and washable.

8.
Curtain length to be approx. 12” off floor.


PART 3--Execution 
A. EXAMINATION 
1. Examine substrates, adjoining construction and conditions under which the work is to be installed. The work shall not proceed until unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected. 

B. Installation
1. Surface Track Mounting: Fasten surface-mounted tracks at intervals of not less than 24 inches. Fasten support at each splice and tangent point of each corner.  Center fasteners in track to ensure unencumbered carrier operation. Attach track to ceiling using  the following method: (Choose one of the following and delete the others)


a.
Mechanically fasten to suspended ceiling grid.

b.
Mechanically fasten to finished ceiling with toggle bolts

c.
Mechanically fasten directly to bottom of concrete deck with anchor screws

2.  Track Accessories: Install splices, end caps, connectors, end stops, coupling and joining sleeves, and other accessories as required for a secure and operational installation.

3. Curtains shall be free of creases and wrinkles after hanging and shall be dressed down as required with any loose or hanging thread removed.

C. PROTECTION 
Protect curtains from soiling or damage after hanging.
