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SECTION 12 21 16 –Vertical Louver Blinds

This section should be used for specifying vertical louver blinds and installation.  
The intent of this document is to provide a basic CSI-3 part specification that can serve as a building block for the overall project requirements.  Various selections and options are listed in this specification section and the specifier will need to select the appropriate options, verify their availability, and delete non-applicable ones.  


PART 1--GENERAL 

A. DESCRIPTION 

1. General: Provide vertical louver blinds in accordance with this document and plans. 

2. Related work specified elsewhere. 

1. Rough carpentry for mounting/support of hardware and tracks. 

2. Miscellaneous blocking or support structures where hardware and tracks are installed.
3. Architectural drawings and schedules.

B. QUALITY ASSURANCE 

1. Fire-Test Response Characteristics: Provide vertical louver blinds identical to those treated for the following fire-test-response characteristics as determined by UL or another testing and inspecting agency acceptable to authorities having jurisdiction.
a. Test Method: NFPA 701

b. Rating: Pass

2. Single-Source Responsibility: Obtain each type of vertical louver blind from one source and by a single manufacturer.
3. Installation shall be performed by an authorized manufacturer's representative experienced in the installation and maintenance of such assemblies. 

C. SUBMITTALS 

1. General: Submit each item in this article according to the conditions of the Contract and Division 1 Specification Sections.
2. Product data for each type of vertical louver blind specified. Include printed data on physical characteristics. 
3. Shop drawings showing location and extent of blinds. Show installation details and relationship to adjoining work. Include elevations indicating blind units. Indicate location of blind controls.
4. Samples for initial selection in the form of manufacturer’s color charts showing the full range of colors, textures, and patterns available for each type of vertical louver blind indicated.

5. Samples for verification of the following items, in the manufacture’s color charts showing the full range of color, texture and pattern variations expected. Prepare samples from the same material to be used for the Work. 

a. Louver: Manufacturer’s standard-size unit, not less than 12 inches long.

6. Schedule of vertical louver blinds using same room designations indicated on drawings.

7. Maintenance data for vertical louver blinds to include in the operation and maintenance manual specified in Division 1. Include the following:

a. Methods for maintaining vertical louver blinds finishes.

b. Precautions for cleaning materials and methods that could be detrimental to finishes and performance.
D. PRODUCT DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING
1. Field Measurements: Check actual vertical louver blind dimensions by accurate field measurements before fabrication. Coordinate fabrication schedule with   construction progress to avoid delaying the Work. 

2. Subcontractor shall not deliver vertical louver blinds until area(s) containing these items installation. Blinds and components shall be protected from damage during delivery and installation. 

E. EXTRA MATERIALS

1. Furnish extra materials described below that match products installed, are packaged with protective covering for storage and are identified with labels clearly describing contents.

a. Vertical Louver Vanes: furnish quantity of full size units equal to 5 percent of amount of each size installed.

F. WARRANTY 
1. A written warranty agreeing to repair or replace louver vertical blinds due to faulty workmanship or installation for a period of one (1) year. 

PART 2--Products: 
A. MANUFACTURER 

1. General: Provided vertical louver blinds as produced by one manufacturer. Products specified herein by proprietary designation are as manufactured by Drapery Industries Inc., telephone (585) 232-2080, and establish the quality standards required. Equivalent products of other manufacturers will be considered provided they meet those established standards and comply with the contract documents.

2. Vertical Blind Track System: “Decomatic” self-aligning track.

3. Louvers: Manufacturer’s standard as follows:

Since there are hundreds of possible selections, we suggest that you contact Drapery Industries to help with this selection process. Based on your needs and budget requirements, we can send you a selection of materials from which to choose.)
B. FABRICATION
1. Unit sizes: Obtain units fabricated in sizes to fill window opening.

2. Louver spacing: Overlapped for light exclusion when fully closed.

3. Installation Fasteners: Fabricated from metal noncorrosive to blind hardware and                                               adjoining construction: properly support blind unit with correct number of brackets based on the size and weight of the blind. 



PART 3--Execution 

A. EXAMINATION 

1. Examine substrates, adjoining construction and conditions under which the work is to be installed. The work shall not proceed until unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected. 

B. INSTALLATION
1. Install blinds level and plumb. 

C. ADJUSTING 



      1. Adjust components and accessories for proper operation.
D. CLEANING

1. Remove surplus materials, packaging and debris resulting from installation. Leave 
                  installation area neat, clean and ready for use.

      E. PROTECTION









1.  Provide final protection and maintain conditions in a manner acceptable so

    that vertical louver blinds are without damage or deterioration at the time of

    Substantial Completion.
